The regular meeting of the Land Conservation and Resource Management Committee (LCRMC) was 
called order at 4:00 p.m. by Chairperson Nettie Rosenow. Roll call showed that Don Hillert, David 
Danzinger, and Scott Smith were all present. Hank Weisenbeck was excused. 
 
Others present for all or part of the meeting:  Carrie Olson, County Conservationist; Tom Schultz, 
Conservation Technician; Dave Bonifas, MRRPC; and Todd Mau, NRCS District Conservationist. 
 
Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes Mr. Hillert made a motion to approve the July 14, 2016 minutes 
as presented, seconded by Mr. Smith. All in favor. Carried. 
 
Public Comments regarding posted agenda items  No public comments.  

 
Agency Reports  Loss Assessment Report was presented, which included farm, crop, and conservation 
practice damage information compiled from Farm Service Agency (FSA), Natural Resource Conservation 
Service (NRCS), UW-Extension, and County Conservation Departments. Todd Mau answered questions 
on the storm event impact and Emergency Conservation Program (ECP) to assist with funding repair. Ms. 
Rosenow asked what the committee can do to help. After discussion, the committee decided to draft a 
letter on conservation practice impact and repair to legislative representatives and other agency offices.  
 
Civilian Conservation Corp (CCC) Dam Repair Report 
Mr. Schultz presented information on CCC structures that were built in the 1930’s throughout Buffalo 
County. Structures were built by CCC camp workers to improve watershed and soil conservation and 
included concrete chutes, spillways, and drop inlets of varied sizes from 2’x2’ to twin 6’x6’. All 135 
structures are inventoried, mapped, and in relatively good condition. The Conservation Department 
supports maintenance of 5 structures per year through conservation practice cost-sharing programs. 
 
Cost-Share Programs Approvals A project report of completed cost-share projects was presented. One 
grade stabilization structure was constructed at the Steve and Doug Yapp property for a cost-share of 
$15,309.00. One grade stabilization structure was constructed at the Modena Farms property for a cost-
share of $4,550.52.  One CCC concrete drop structure was maintained on Jeff Hofer property on County 
Highway O for a cost-share for seeding of $262.50. Mr. Schultz was questioned and responded that the 
rain amounts overtopped but did not damage these newly constructed practices. Mr. Hillert made a 
motion to pay the cost-share bills as presented. Mr. Smith seconded. All in favor. Carried. 
 
County Outdoor Recreational Plan Update County Outdoor Recreation Plan for 2016-2020 has been 
drafted and open for public comment. A draft plan is available for viewing on the Land Conservation 
webpage. ‘Action Items’ for the plan were discussed and prioritized, including projects, maps, trails, etc. 
that will enhance outdoor recreational opportunities. Next steps include a resolution through the LCRM 
Committee and adoption by the County Board in September. No action. 
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2017 Land Conservation & Non-Metallic Mining Reclamation Program Budgets Ms. Olson presented 
budget tables and information for both Land Conservation and Non-Metallic Mining Reclamation 
Departments. Discussion was held on grant allocations, program priorities, PL-566 dam repair needs, 
and permit review fees.  
Mr. Danzinger made a motion to accept the Land Conservation Department budget as presented. Mr. 
Smith seconded. All in favor. Carried.  
Mr. Danzinger made a motion to accept the Non-Metallic Mining Department budget as presented. Mr. 
Hillert seconded. All in favor. Carried. 

 
County Conservationists Report  Ms. Olson reported that 3 Targeted Runoff Management (TRM) Grants 
were awarded from the WI-DNR for barnyard and manure storage projects this year.  

 
Chairperson Report Ms. Rosenow asked and discussion was held on measuring soil loss from the recent 
storm event.
